The HLWD received word from the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) that our application for Clean Water Partnership
Continuation funds was approved! There were only seven CWP Continuation grants awarded in the state of Minnesota during this funding
round. The HLWD has been fortunate to have been implementing CWP grants since 1996.

This means that the HLWD will be able to continue offering incentives, cost-share, and loan funds to install Best Management Practices
(BMPs), purchase conservation tillage equipment, replace septic systems, and many other projects that have the potential to help improve
the water quality of the HLWD for another three years. In addition to BMP implementation, the CWP also funds education and water

quality monitoring efforts.

All of the education and implementation
programs the HLWD offers work towards
improving Heron Lake’s water quality. All of
our efforts are documented as required by
each grant. In developing a ¢nal report for
the 2004-2007 CWP grant, the sgures to the
right were created. Using BMPs implemented
during this grant period, estimates of
phosphorus and sediment reduction have
been determined. The top egure shows
the estimated phosphorus reduction. The
bottom egure shows the estimated sediment
reduction.

Phosphorus and sediment are two of
the biggest problems Heron Lake faces.
Reducing each of them involves a huge
effort throughout the watershed as a
whole. The HLWD can't do it alone. We need
willing landowners volunteering to help! We
have made all of our incentive, cost-share,
and loan programs and applications available
to you on our website—www.hlwdonline.org.
