If you have been reading our monthly newsletters, you 
know that the HLWD promotes the use of Best Manage-
ment Practices (BMPs) through educational opportunities 
and fi nancial incentives.

The HLWD has provided watershed residents with a 
fi rst-hand opportunity to learn about conservation tillage 
methods.  A demonstration plot was implemented in the 
fall of 2005 to establish and evaluate the viability of six 
various conservation tillage systems. 
Workshops have been planned to present the following 
information: results of organic matter increases or 
decreases, residue management, yield differences and 
costs, long-term effects of tillage types, soil structure, 
fertility, compaction, guidance systems, and carbon credit 
pros and cons.
